   PREPARED TO INSURE THAT ALL MEMBERS HAVE A COMMON UNDERSTANDING  
   OF THOSE BASIC PRINCIPLES. 
 
   WE BELIEVE THAT PARTICIPATION IS MORE THAN WINNING.  WE BELIEVE THAT  
   STUDENTS SHOULD BE COACHED TO PLAY TO THE BEST OF THEIR ABILITY AND TO 
   UNDERSTAND THAT TO PLAY WELL IS TO PLAY HONORABLY.  THE PROMOTION OF  
   SPORTSMANSHIP IS THE OBLIGATION OF ALL SCHOOL PERSONNEL, (PRINCIPALS,  
   AD’S AND COACHES) AND IS DIRECTED TO THE BEHAVIOR OF THE SPECTATORS,  
   COACHES AND PLAYERS.  AN ADDITIONAL COMPONENT TO CONSIDER IS IN THE  
   AREA OF COACHES ETHICS.  WE BELIEVE THE DEVELOPMENT OF GOOD SPORTS- 
   MANSHIP THROUGH THE PRACTICE OF ETHICAL BEHAVIOR AND MORAL   
   REASONING IS ONE OF THE ACKNOWLEDGED OBJECTIVES OF INTERSCHOLASTIC
